“On average, college students spend around $1,200
each year on books and supplies” (Fitzgerald). But
assisting students with the costs of college by requiring
less expensive course resources doesn’t mean that you
also have to sacrifice on the quality of the materials.
There are some cost-effective alternatives to text-
books, such as open educational resources (OERs),
online articles, library-purchased ebooks, and
streaming videos that might be appropriate for your
course(s).
